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Edfu Temple

Enjoy a scenic and delightful carriage ride through the town of Edfu, soaking up the local atmosphere. The carriage will take
you directly to the Temple of Horus, one of the most significant and well-preserved temples from ancient Egypt.

Explore the magnificent Temple of Edfu, dedicated to the falcon-headed god Horus. This grand temple, built during the
Ptolemaic period, is renowned for its impressive architecture and detailed inscriptions that offer a glimpse into ancient rituals
and mythology.

El Selsela

Arrive at Gebel El Selsela, an ancient quarry site that provided much of the stone used for Egypt's temples and monuments.

Your guided tour will take you through the vast quarries and caves, where you can see the marks left by ancient workers. Gebel
El Selsela was not only a quarry but also a place of religious significance, with shrines and chapels cut into the rock. The
cliffside tombs of New Kingdom officials are another highlight of the site

This symmetrical temple features twin entrances, halls, and
sanctuaries for each deity.

Aswan Dam

visit to the Aswan High Dam, one of the great engineering achievements of the 20th century. Completed in 1970, it controls the
Nile’s floods, provides electricity, and created Lake Nasser, one of the world’s largest artificial lakes. Standing on the dam
offers impressive views of the river and the lake, showing the balance between Egypt’s ancient reliance on the Nile and its
modern progress.

Philae Temple

End the day with a magical visit to Philae Temple, dedicated to the goddess Isis. Set on a picturesque island, the temple was
moved stone by stone to its new location to save it from the rising waters of Lake Nasser. Its graceful courtyards, detailed
carvings, and peaceful setting make it one of Egypt’s most beautiful temples. A boat ride to reach the island adds to the charm
of the experience.
